A. The University commencement exercises will begin at 7:30 p.m. in
Lane Stadium (in Cassell Coliseum in the event of rain) on Friday,
May 9th.

B. The College of Agriculture and Life SciencesGCommencement
Exercise will be held Saturday, May 10th and will begin promptly at
11:00 a.m. All candidates should ask their quests to be seated
in Cassell Coliseum by 10:45 a.m.

C. Each candidate can expect adequate seating for parents and
guests, and no tickets are required for attendance.

D. Each candidate will receive his/her diploma individually on stage.

E. All accounts at Virginia Tech must be settled (including parking
tickets) before the candidate can receive a diploma.

F. Cassell Coliseum will be available for seating by parents and
guests only AFTER 10:15 a.m. because of the preceding College of
Business ceremony. Thus to assure a smooth transition of parents
and guests in and out of Cassell Coliseum, all parents and guests
are to enter Cassell Coliseum from the West Side, Spring Street,
the side nearest the parking lot between McComas Hall and the
Coliseum. After the ceremony, all guests and graduates are to exit
on the Tennis Court side of the Coliseum, the side opposite from
where you entered the building. NOTE: CASSELL COLISEUM IS

. Parents and guests might like to sit in the Coliseum section that is
close to where their son/daughter or relative that is graduating is
seated. Refer to the attached diagram to see where the different
majors are seated on the Coliseum floor and plan to enter the portal
number closest to that major and sit in that section. As a guide,
use the following portal entrances for the following majors.

Portals 6, 8, 10, 12 for majors in Human, Nutrition, Foods, and
Exercise; and Agricultural Technology

Sciences, Dairy Science, Environmental Sciences, Food Science
and Technology, and Horticulture

I. Lining Up for the Procession

A. There will be a procession of the AssociatesGand Bachelors®O
candidates, faculty, and stage party.

B. The stage party and the faculty will line up by 10:40 a.m. in the Room
220, Back Basketball Practice Court. Dean Quisenberry will lead the
stage party down the left side of the Coliseum floor. The stage party
will proceed up the left stairway of the stage and be seated. The
faculty will follow the stage party and be seated in the first two rows of



seats on the left of the Coliseum floor. The Stage Party and faculty
should enter Cassell through the small entrance door on the West
Side, Spring Street, of Cassell Coliseum. Signs will be posted. (SEE
DIAGRAM).

C. AssociatesGnd BachelorsGrandidates will line up alphabetically by
Department by 10:40 a.m. in the either Room 213 or 220 of Cassell,
the back Basketball Practice Courts. Graduates can enter Cassell
Coliseum through the small entrance door on the West Side, Spring
Street, of Cassell Coliseum. Signs will be posted and ushers will be
available to direct you to the appropriate basketball court. A faculty
member for each major, in cap and gown, will lead the procession.

Candidates in HNFE and AT will assemble in Room 220 (SEE
DIAGRAM)

Candidates in AAEC, AEE, APSC, BCHM/BIOC, CSES, DASC, ENSC,
FST, and HORT will assemble in Room 213. (SEE DIAGRAM).

Receiving Diplomas

An usher will direct the candidates to the stage at the proper time. For
those candidates sitting on the right floor of the Coliseum, move to the
side aisle and turn left to move towards the stage. For those graduates
sitting on the left floor of the Coliseum, move to the center aisle and go to
the rear of the Coliseum, turn left and go around the back row of seats and
turn left toward the stage. An usher will be at the stage steps to assure
that everyone is properly positioned in line to coincide with the reading of
names. Please hand the announcer the card with your name on it (this
card will be given to you as you line up before entering the Coliseum).
Please print your name in large letters and use phonetic spelling if
necessary. Candidates will receive their diplomas on stage, proceed
across the stage, proceed up left side of the Coliseum floor and return to
your seat (SEE DIAGRAM). Ushers will direct the candidates back to
their seats.

Recessional

In the closing remarks, Dean Quisenberry will request that all guests and
candidates exit Cassell Coliseum to the Tennis Court side to aid in the
flow of people in and out of Cassell Coliseum. The audience and
graduates should remain seated until the stage party and faculty recess.
Dean Quisenberry will lead the stage party off the stage and up left side of
the Coliseum floor back to Room 213. Graduates will not recess.
